Cooking & Measuring (80 minutes)

B Task:

Spend some time in the kitchen with a parent or guardian to
prepare biryani (vegetarian or non-vegetarian). Measure the
ingredients carefully using cups and spoons. Pay close attention
to fractions in the measurements and record them in the table
below.
Instructions:
¢ Find measuring cups and spoons. If you don’t have
them, use the same cup or bowl for all ingredients so the
amounts stay fair.
e Carefully measure each ingredient. Write down how
much you used as a fraction (like 1/2 cup or 3/4 cup).
e Turn fractions like 1 % into an improper fraction.
For example: 1% = (2x1) + 1 = 3/2
e Help an adult with safe tasks like washing rice, mixing ingredients, or stirring. Be careful and always
ask before using hot or sharp items.
